· Answers to questions are descriptive and lack explanation
	· Demonstrates basic but accurate understanding of key business concepts.
·  Uses appropriate business terminology correctly.
·  Responses describe and begin to explain business concepts. 
·  Applies knowledge to simple, relevant business examples. 
· Work is generally clear and meets Pass-level assessment criteria on each component

	At L1D
· Students will often describe types of business and state one or two clear advantages or disadvantages of each
· Students will be able to refer to the specific business in their answers
· Students will produce a basic marketing plan or financial forecast that is realistic and organized
· Students will be able to fully answer the identify questions and have limited explanations by picking up 1 or 2 marks on the ‘explain’ questions

A L1D student might say ‘a business uses social media to advertise, whereas a L2P student will say ‘a business uses social media to advertise because it allows them to target specific age groups, which helps them save money on marketing

At L2P
· Students will be able to apply points to their specific business in the case study, and use the correct terminology for example ‘member’ and ‘equipment’ in a gym and not ‘customers’ and ‘products’
· Students make basic justification on why they made the choice for the specific market
· Business plan is complete and realistic and the financial forecast shows a break even.

A L2P student will show the impact of a business decision for example ‘if interest rates rise, the business’s loan repayments will increase, leading to lower profits’
	· Use sentence starters and key-word banks. 
· Model Grade 4 responses using exemplars. 
· Scaffolded tasks with guided questions.
· Targeted questioning to develop explanations. 
· Frequent retrieval practice of key terms and concept
· Ask ‘so-what’ questions to develop the explanation of facts
· Calculation practice on gross and net profit
· Practise using the scenario terminology for example ‘members’ not ‘customers’
