Subject: Dance and Drama (Performing Arts) 
Dates and timings of subject exams: Jan-May exam window 
Students are now working on the final component of the course. This is a performance-based exam that is completed under controlled conditions across a set time window. This builds upon the preparatory stage of the course that has been undertaken to prepare them for their exam. Students are now working independently on completing the various aspects of the exam under the direct supervision of their class teacher. 
High-frequency topics:
· Generating practical and performance material in line with stimulus 
· Selecting and developing relevant techniques from underpinning practitioners 
· Developing an understanding of performance and stylistic skills to underpin their creative intentions.

· Select appropriate skills and techniques and effectively communicate through performance 
· Comment on how they embed skills effectively to meet a set brief 
· Evaluate the success of the above with examples and audience feedback.
