· Pass: describe + explain
· Merit: explain + apply
· Distinction: apply + judge (is it good or bad?)
How to Secure a PASS 
· Learn and correctly use key finance definitions (cash flow, fixed costs, variable costs, disposable income, working capital).
· Attempt every question – never leave calculations blank.
· Explain points, do not just list them (what it is + why it matters).
· Use the context given (person, business, figures).
· Show all workings clearly in calculations.
· After calculations, write one sentence explaining what the result means.
· Revise guaranteed topics: personal budgets, sources of finance, cash flow, costs, revenue, profit and break-even.
How to Secure a MERIT
· Apply answers to the context and explain why an option is suitable.
· Link cause and effect using phrases like "this leads to" or "as a result".
· Interpret calculations by explaining whether results are good or bad.
· Compare options and justify why one is better in the given situation.
· Use command words correctly (explain, analyse, assess, evaluate).
PASS vs MERIT Summary
· PASS: Explain ideas using the context provided.
· MERIT: Explain why one option is better and what impact it has.

· Have I linked cause and effect?
