They can produce a fieldwork investigation with relevant data but a limited range of collection method and presentation techniques are used, with basic conclusions.
	Students geographical knowledge is clear with a consistent use of most terms.
They can apply clear and detailed knowledge to exam question contexts in a clear way with a good level of interpretation.
They can interpret data with clear  explanation.
They can analyse and evaluate in depth, making clear reference to geographical concepts, themes and relationships.
They can produce a fieldwork investigation with a range of collection method and presentation techniques used, with clear conclusions that link to concepts, themes and relationships.
	A Grade B student is able to both use and apply more knowledge and in greater detail, with more consistent use of terminology. 
Questions are understood clearer and correct use of writing frames are applied to address all aspects of the question correctly. 
Conclusions are written to summarise clear analytical and evaluative points. 
Key concepts, themes and relationships are consistently used and applied in clear detail, with an element of synoptic links.
