	· Basic knowledge and understanding of key citizenship concepts, such as democracy, rights and responsibilities, and the role of government. This needs to be across all the themes A – E.
· Simple explanations of ideas, with limited detail. Lacks depth in case studies. 
· Use some examples, although these may be general or undeveloped. Examples may include news stories, contemporary articles.
· Limited analysis and evaluation, often describing issues rather than explaining them. Lack of evaluative statements. 
· Basic use of citizenship terminology though not always used accurately or consistently. Terminology is important when answering questions and a key criterion to achieving higher marks. 
· Simple communication of ideas, where responses are understandable but may lack structure. 
	· Secure knowledge and understanding of key citizenship content, including democracy, rights and responsibilities, the legal system, and participation in society. This level of knowledge needs to be reflective across Theme A-E. 
· Clear explanations of ideas and concepts, with mostly accurate detail and relevant use of examples, case studies are relevant and concise. 
· Some analysis of issues, showing the rationale to why something happened and the impact it had rather than just limited detail. 
· Some evaluation, where students can give an educated opinion or judgement, supported by evidence. 
· Some use of citizenship terminology, used mostly accurately within responses. Key terminology is vital when accessing higher marks as per the mark scheme.
· Clear and organised communication, with answers that are structured and generally easy to follow. Student exam answers are structured correctly to hit the level 3 responses. 
	· Knowledge & understanding of key topics is more secure, with fewer inaccuracies. 
· Explanation is clearer, less descriptive and focusses on how or why. 
· Relevant examples are used to support points made.
· Analysis is less descriptive and includes explanation. 
· Opinions are reasoned with some justification. 
· More terminology is used appropriately, and exam questions use a structure. 
	
· Seating plan – Targeted seating plan to support students' needs. Students are positioned in order of ability to support one another. It is a liquid seating plan that can be adapted as and when it is needed. 
· Targeting questioning using  questions where students have struggled in previous themes. Not taking ‘I don't know’ for an answer and getting students to understand. 
· Model answers – Use of exam board model answers. 
· Writing frames - writing frames for all extended writing pieces 10/12/15 mark responses provided. 
· Assessment schedule – students have had a schedule of assessments where they are tested every week on a range of topics across the 2 papers. 
· Key word definitions.
· Planning 15 mark responses – encourage students to plan the 15 mark response using a for and against model.
