Structure needs to be clear and concise for a grade B. A grade D the structure is not as clear

Applies knowledge and case studies to scenarios in a Grade D there is lack of a link to other cases studied.

Grade B responses require a range of examples that are developed and accurate to the scenario unlike a grade D where can be a loose link.

Grade D lacks evaluation however a B grade response is very much detailed and cohesive to the argument raised.
