


Criminology 
This course Is an ideal introduction to one of the key areas of social sciences as it offers you an understanding of how criminal law is applied and its connection to social order and disorder. On a weekly basis you will be introduced to a range of case studies encouraging you to think critically about the relationship between the person, state, power and crime.

In particular, you will become more inquisitive in your thinking about crime, law, the criminal system as well as the dangers people in society face. 

This bridging course is designed to help you gain an insight in to the course, helping you get an idea of the topics that we will be covering and the themes. This will enable you to explain and question your own principles based around up bringing and your current views on crime. 

Task 1:
Crimes can be categorised in a range of ways. Over time crime has evidently changed as we have had technological advancements that have led to crimes evolving and becoming more difficult to categorise. An example of this is the growth in fraud due to the rise in the use of the internet. 

What we will be looking at are the different types of crime and what do they look like. How they are categorised and how a court will provide a sentence for them.
