Design and Technology at this stage draws on knowledge and skills from across the curriculum – including mathematics, science, engineering, art and computing – helping students to apply what they learn in new and meaningful ways. They are taught to take creative risks, problem solve with confidence and reflect thoughtfully on their work and the work of others.
Students also explore the impact of past and present design on society and the environment, developing an understanding of the role of design in culture, sustainability and innovation. They learn how to evaluate and refine their ideas, and how to communicate and model their thinking clearly.
High quality design and technology education prepares students to be resourceful, capable and enterprising citizens. It enables them to shape and improve the world they live in – through curiosity, creativity and the thoughtful application of knowledge and skill.

Drama
Subject Vision and Intent
We intend to foster and develop practical skills, confidence and a passion for the arts. Through a broad and sequenced curriculum, we aim to provide rich and ambitious subject knowledge that secures skills development over time that is strengthened and deepened by clear theoretical understanding. Pupils will be reflective, resilient, collaborative and broaden their cultural understanding. As performer, creator and audience member students will understand deeper thinking, purpose and creative intention with the arts.  They learn to improve over time, refine and develop material, analyse, and evaluate the works of others and become confident in building their own.  Through this they will have an appreciation for the role performing arts plays in society embodying pupils with empathy, understanding, creativity, expression and a sense of community.
In drama we aim to deliver content through engaging narrative using explorative techniques to help learners understand the world that they live in, the ‘self’ and the ‘other’ through shared dramatic experience. Through the dramatic narrative that learners work through they are encouraged to deal with a diverse range of thematic issues and values. Our aim is to create a truly human curriculum. The curriculum strikes a delicate balance between the performative and explorative elements of drama and aims to give learners a well-rounded knowledge of and appreciation for dramatic form and content. Importantly, we draw inspiration from our place within the English National Curriculum, developing the learner’s skills and attributes in reading, writing, grammar/ vocabulary and spoken English. Learners across all key stages will study a range of concepts, practitioners and texts that are wide, varied and challenging. 
Whilst the drama curriculum at Gospel Oak Tipton keeps a sharp focus on the requirements of the examination board studied at Key Stage 4, it is also didactic in nature in that the subject gives the learners an opportunity to explore social, moral and cultural issues using the dramatic frame all whilst embodying a love of learning and passion for performance.

Health and Social Care
Subject Vision and Intent
The Health and Social Care course is a vocational qualification which takes an engaging, practical, and inspiring approach to learning and assessment. Health and Social Care aims to develop learner’s awareness of careers within the sector, while providing students with the knowledge and a foundation of Health and Social Care concepts that will enable them to further their studies within this broad field. It is offered at Level 2 and Level 3. 
The Level 2 BTEC Tech Award is aimed at those interested in pursuing a career in the HSC sector and provides the foundations of knowledge as well as skills needed to work in a variety of settings or progress onto the Level 3 BTEC National course. The course provides a vocational foundation for students to develop understanding of key concepts within the three component areas: Component 1: Human Lifespan Development: Where students will learn about the growth and development of individuals across the human lifespan. Component 2: HSC Services and Values: Where students will explore types of sector services available and the values that underpin them. Component 3: Health and Wellbeing: Where students will explore the factors that affect health and wellbeing and how to promote a positive health and wellbeing for themselves and others. The course promotes essential skills such as empathy, communication and problem solving and encourages students to work both independently and in collaboration with others. It enriches students to consider a person-centred approach when caring and respecting others across all life stages and become an active member of society. This course is sequenced to build upon prior learning and embed disciplinary literature and content into the student's long-term memory so that they can take what they have learned out into the community. This course equips students with transferable skills for future employment and to progress onto the Level 3 BTEC National Extended Certificate course and the new AAQ Level 3 BTEC National Extended Certificate. The course is designed to provide learners with underpinning knowledge and skills of the health and social care sectors, providing a broad basis for further or higher education or for moving into employment within the sectors. The content of the course includes knowledge of practitioner roles and values, relationships between contemporary policies and service provision and the impact of challenges on service provision in the UK. The curriculum challenges learners to think abstractly, work collaboratively and problem solve to develop curiosity and the desire for knowledge. The course is designed so that the units build upon each other as the learners grow in confidence. This allows the learners to embed their knowledge whilst giving opportunities to put into practice what they learn. This ensures they develop their technical skills, which they can they apply to real life scenarios through case studies and local community contexts. 
Regarding our current Y13 students the course is built up of four units: Unit 1: Human Lifespan and development: Where students will further develop their skills and understanding from Component 1 by learning about the theories behind the growth and development across the human lifespan. Unit 2: Working in HSC sector: Where students will further develop their skills and understanding from Component 2 by learning about how practitioners work in multi-disciplinary teams to provide a holistic approach to care. This incites learners into developing a career passion in a field within the NHS or social care services. This curriculum aligns with the needs of the employer and society. It emphasises on the world of work and applying theoretical knowledge to real world scenarios. Unit 5: Meeting individual care and support needs and Unit 12: Supporting individuals with additional needs are both coursework areas that require students to focus on gaining the knowledge and skills needed to enrich the lives of those with additional needs. These areas broaden the scope of the course as they look at less familiar scenarios that students may be less familiar with and enables them to build on prior learning from all other areas of the course. These units provide students with the practical skills needed and the opportunity to apply them to vocational areas exposing students to a range of real-world situations within the HSC sector. Students are provided with a learner centred approach through synoptic assessments to allow them to apply learning across a range of tasks and assessment styles. They are at the heart of the work.
Regarding our current Y12 students the NEW AAQ qualification is also built up of four units: Unit 1: Human Lifespan and development: Where students will further develop their skills and understanding from Component 1 by learning about the theories behind the growth and development across the human lifespan. Unit 2: Human Biology and Health: Where students will further develop their skills and understanding from GCSE Biology and various areas within Components 2 and 3 by learning about the biological organisation of the human body into cells and tissues, gain an understanding of the structure and functioning of key body systems and how a range of disorders can affect various body systems including their primary and secondary effects of those system. This curriculum also aligns with the needs of the employer and society with a much stronger emphasis on the health of the nation. It focuses more on the world of work and applying theoretical knowledge to real world scenarios that are more relevant to the modern-day NHS and Social care provision. Unit 5: Promoting Public Health examines the purpose of public health and how this supports the development of healthy behaviours for society whilst Unit 3: Principles of Health and Social Care Practice examines the values, care approaches and communication skills used in the HSC sector and the key concepts of confidentiality and duty of care when working with vulnerable groups. These units also provide students with the practical skills needed and the opportunity to apply them to vocational areas exposing students to a range of real-world situations within the HSC sector.

Hospitality and Food
Subject Vision and Intent
Hospitality and Catering is a dynamic, vibrant and innovative sector, it delivers vital jobs, growth and investment in the heart of our local communities - important culturally, socially and economically.
This course provides learners with opportunities to study a vocational subject as part of a broad programme of study. The course offers an experience that focuses on applied learning, i.e. acquiring and applying knowledge, skills and understanding through purposeful tasks set in sector or subject contexts that have many of the characteristics of real work.
Key stage 3 is used to develop the foundations and understanding of health and safety, food hygiene and practical skill development and above all else develop independence and practical skills that can be used outside of the classroom.  Practical lessons are based around the core principles of developing students independence, safety in the kitchen and the development of a love of food and cooking as defined by the national curriculum. Practical is a vehicle for the development of knowledge and understanding of function of ingredients, diet and nutrition , special diets and social and cultural discussion points. 
Key Stage 4 follows WJEC L1/2 Award Hospitality and Catering.  This qualification can lead to further hospitality qualifications at further education.
The course is broken down into two components.
Unit 1  Hospitality and Catering in Industry
This unit is externally assessed and comprises of a 1hour and 20 minute exam worth 40% of the final grade.
The units covered within this units are
1. Hospitality and Catering provision
In this topic learners will gain knowledge and understanding of the following areas:
·  Hospitality and catering providers 
·  Working in the hospitality and catering industry 
· Working conditions in the hospitality and catering industry 
·  Contributing factors to the success of hospitality and catering provision

2. How Hospitality and Catering establishments operate 

In this topic learners will gain knowledge and understanding of the following areas: 
· The operation of the front and back of house
· Customer requirements in hospitality and catering 
· Hospitality and catering provision to meet specific requirements

3.Health and safety in Hospitality and Catering
In this topic learners will gain knowledge and understanding of the following areas: 
· Health and safety in hospitality and catering provision 
· Food Safety

4. Food Safety in Hospitality and Catering
In this topic learners will gain knowledge and understanding of the following areas: 
·  Food related causes of ill health 
·  Symptoms and signs of food-induced ill health
·  Preventative control measures of food-induced ill health 
· The Environmental Health Officer (EHO)

Unit 2 Non Examined Assessment
This unit is worth 60% of the final grade and completed under supervision.
Each September a new brief is released by WJEC.
In this unit learners will gain knowledge and understanding of the importance of nutrition and how to plan nutritious menus. They will learn the skills needed to prepare, cook and present dishes. They will also learn how to review their work effectively.
Areas Covered within the NEA
The importance of nutrition – Planning a menu that suits the customer and venue that the brief has set out. Analysing the menus nutritional content and suitability for the customers dietary needs.
Menu planning. Including the impact of cooking methods on the nutritional content of the chosen dishes, and the production of a detailed and dovetailed time plan that shows organisation and sequencing.
 The skills and techniques of preparation, cooking and presentation of dishes. This takes the form of a 3 hour practical exam
 Evaluating cooking skills. This is based on a full evaluation of the students performance, skills, suitability of the dishes and improvements that could be made in all areas of the NEA process.

Maths
Subject Vision and Intent
At our school, we believe mathematics is the universal language that connects individuals across the globe and equips students with essential life skills. The study of mathematics empowers students to understand the world through logic, problem-solving, and the connections between concepts. Our department's vision is to create an inclusive, ambitious, and challenging curriculum that fosters a passion for mathematics while providing breadth, depth, and a clear pathway from Year 7 to Year 13.
‘Mathematics is a creative and highly inter-connected discipline that has been developed over centuries, providing the solution to some of history’s most intriguing problems. It is essential to everyday life, critical to science, technology and engineering, and necessary for financial literacy and most forms of employment. A high-quality mathematics education therefore provides a foundation for understanding the world, the ability to reason mathematically, an appreciation of the beauty and power of mathematics, and a sense of enjoyment and curiosity about the subject.							-National Curriculum

Aims for our students:
• become fluent in the fundamentals of mathematics, including through varied and frequent practice with increasingly complex problems over time, so that pupils develop conceptual understanding and the ability to recall and apply knowledge rapidly and accurately. 
•  reason mathematically by following a line of enquiry, conjecturing relationships and generalisations, and developing an argument, justification or proof using mathematical language 
• can solve problems by applying their mathematics to a variety of routine and non-routine problems with increasing sophistication, including breaking down problems into a series of simpler steps and persevering in seeking solutions. Mathematics is an interconnected subject in which pupils need to be able to move fluently between representations of mathematical ideas.’

We want pupils to become fluent in the fundamentals of mathematics, to be able to reason and to solve problems. Our curriculum embraces these National Curriculum aims, and provides guidance to help pupils to become:
• Visualisers – we are developing use of the CPA approach to help pupils understand mathematics and to make connections between different representations. This is also key to increasing engagement.
• Describers – we place great emphasis on mathematical language and questioning so pupils can discuss the mathematics they are doing, and so support them to take ideas further.
• Experimenters – as well as being fluent mathematicians, we want pupils to love and learn more about mathematics.

 

Our curriculum is designed with a focus on scope, ensuring that all key areas of mathematics are covered thoroughly. From foundational knowledge and skills to complex topics, we aim to provide students with a progressive learning journey that builds upon each step. By sequencing content effectively, we ensure that learning is structured to address gaps and ensure mastery at every stage. To this end our KS3 and 4 curriculum is based on the White Rose Maths curriculum which is developed in school and through our Trusts Codesign system. Out KS5 curriculum is based on the Edexcel Advanced Level curriculum supported through DrFrost Maths and Uplearn to support the growing independence of post 16 students in their preparation for University.

To support our students’ growth as mathematical thinkers, we integrate disciplinary practices, methods, and conventions that reflect real-world applications. We emphasize the importance of rules and conventions in problem-solving, helping students to apply their knowledge with precision. Through ongoing assessment, we monitor progress towards clear end points, ensuring that every student’s development is supported with effective pedagogy that fosters memory retention and understanding.

In summary, our Mathematics Department is dedicated to providing a comprehensive, well-sequenced, and knowledge-rich curriculum that equips students with the skills they need to succeed in mathematics and beyond, preparing them to become confident, capable, and enthusiastic lifelong learners.

Music
Subject Vision and Intent
We intend to foster and develop practical skills, confidence and a passion for the arts. Through a broad and sequenced curriculum, we aim to provide rich and ambitious subject knowledge that secures skills development over time that is strengthened and deepened by clear theoretical understanding. Pupils will be reflective, resilient, collaborative and broaden their cultural understanding. As performer, creator and audience member students will understand deeper thinking, purpose and creative intention with the arts.  They learn to improve over time, refine and develop material, analyse, and evaluate the works of others and become confident in building their own.  Through this they will have an appreciation for the role performing arts plays in society embodying pupils with empathy, understanding, creativity, expression and a sense of community.
Music can be separated into three different areas of focus – Performing Music, Composing Music, Listening & Reviewing. The three core disciplines of Music are taught and developed with the aim to build skills that students can draw upon to succeed, not only in music lessons but also beyond school life and in future education and employment. The life skills that are developed are an essential part of the development of subject specific skills as well as developing well rounded and independent individuals. 
Music is taught through a varied and skills-based curriculum where the key musical elements are explored both practically and theoretically. These elements are regularly revisited throughout each unit building upon the technical difficulty and engaging with a wide range on a variety of instruments and performance settings. Students develop a wide a range of musical skills, key knowledge and specific techniques that fully prepare them and will also develop valuable skills to support them in all other curriculum areas.  Students are taught practical performance and composition skills, music theory and the ability to self- assess and evaluate their own musical journey.

Psychology
Subject Vision and Intent 
Psychology focuses on a wide scope of scientifical knowledge to explain human behaviour and the mind. For example, the biological, cognitive and behaviourist approach and how the three factors shape our actions and behaviour. 
The sequencing of content enables students to strengthen and build on their understanding of human behaviour. To initially begin with, students are taught foundational topics such as the approaches which provides five different explanations of behaviour and research methods. This feeds into later learning throughout year 12 and year 13. As well as this, one of the key assessment objectives require students to be able to evaluate and analyse. Therefore, they are able to compare and contrast the different approaches as part of their evaluation as well as critically analyse the different methods of gathering psychological information and whether this was most appropriate. Once students have consolidated foundational knowledge, they progress through the course where the more complex topics such as memory are introduced which looks at factors influencing recalled, the multi store model and the working memory model. This enriches student understanding and allows them to see the different fields of psychology, whilst at the time, drawing links from previous learning. 
Through exploration of a variety of topics e.g. clinical psychology, social psychology and forensic psychology, this fosters student passion and desire to understand the human mind and potentially consider pursuing a career in a related field.
